And ye shall be hated of all men for My name's sake: 
but he that endureth to the end shall be saved. 
Matthew 10:22 
 
Have you ever read God’s Hall of Fame in Hebrews 
chapter 11? These men and women of faith did 
miraculous things. “Who through faith subdued 
kingdoms.” Hallelujah! “Wrought righteousness.” 
Praise the Lord! “Obtained promises.” Amen! 
“Stopped the mouths of lions.” Glory! 
 
And how did they do it? By faith. 
 
“And others [men and women of faith] had trials of 
cruel mockings and scourgings, yea, moreover of 
bonds and imprisonment: They were stoned, they 
were sawn asunder...And these all, having obtained a 
good report through faith, received not the promise” 
(Hebrews 11:36-37, 39). 
 
What is he saying here? That none of these 
champions in God’s Faith Hall of Fame, even though 
they are examples of the best and most faithful, 
received in this life what was promised to them.
