That which was from the beginning, which 
we have heard, which we have seen with 
our eyes, which we have looked upon, and 
our hands have handled, of the Word of life; 
(1 John 1:1) 
 
A word is the expression of an invisible 
thought or an idea. Jesus is the visible 
expression of the invisible God.
