And Barnabas determined to take with them
John, whose surname was Mark. But Paul
thought not good to take him with them, who
departed from them from Pamphylia, and went
not with them to the work.

Acts 15:37-38

Barnabas knew John Mark had failed, but he
also knew that failure is not final, and he
wanted to mend a broken relationship. From
today’s passage, Barnabas took John Mark,
and he continued to nurture him.
