Do You Know the Ways of God? 
Adrian Rogers - July 31, 2023 

 

Now therefore, I pray thee, if I have found grace in thy 
sight, shew me now thy way, that I may know thee, that 
I may find grace in thy sight: and consider that this 
nation is thy people. And he said, My presence shall go 
with thee, and I will give thee rest. 

EXODUS 33:13-14 
 

Moses said, “Lord I want to know your ways.” In reply, 
God promised to give Moses rest. When you know 
God’s ways, it is the difference between rest and 
relapse. You can know God’s works without knowing 
God’s ways. The land of Canaan represents the 
believer’s rest. They were to have rest, but they never 
found rest. Those of us who know God’s ways will live 
in a perpetual Sabbath, not a seventh-day Sabbath, a 
365-day-a-year Sabbath. Every day can be a day of 
rest if you know the ways of God. 
 

Now, why don’t we know this? Why don’t we have this 
blessing? There is no blessing without obedience. And 
there is no obedience because there is no trust. There 
is no trust because there is no love. And there is no 
love because there is no knowledge. You can’t trust 
someone you do not know. And you cannot know 
someone if all you see is their works and you don’t 
know their ways. You have to know an individual. You 
have to know their ways to love them. You have to love 
them in order to trust them. And you have to trust them 
in order to obey them. Israel saw the works of God. 
They saw the miracles of God. They saw the plagues 
on Egypt. They saw the Red Sea opened. They saw all 
these things, but they never understood the ways of 
God, and they never found rest. The difference 
between knowing the works of God and the ways of 
God is the difference between rest and relapse.
